Corinthians 15:17

from the dead”  31 because he has fixed a day on which he will judge the world on 

righteousness by a man whom he has appointed; and of this he has given 

assurance to all by raising him from the dead.” 
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9) Salvation From the Future Wrath of God.  

1 Thessalonians 1:10 

“[We] wait for his Son from heaven, whom he raised from the dead, Jesus who 

delivers us from the wrath to come” 

Romans 5:9 

Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more shall we be saved 

from God’s wrath through him! 

 

10) Our Own Resurrection from the Dead.  

2 Corinthians 4:14 

“[We know] that he who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and
